	Living things and their Habitats
· Generate criteria to use to sort living things
· Generate questions about animals and begin to use a key
· Identify vertebrates and invertebrates and begin to sort by looking at their characteristics
· Use characteristics of living things to sort by beginning to use classification keys
· Begin to identify dangers to wildlife in the local and wider habitat

Light
· Recognise that they need light to see things 
· Notice that light is reflected from surfaces
· Safety around light and protecting eyes
· Shadows - how they are formed
· Finding patterns with the size of shadows 
















	How can following God bring freedom and justice?
· Identify ideas about freedom and justice from Bible texts and comment on how far these are helpful or inspiring
· Explore God’s call to Moses to rescue his people.  Discuss why God chose Moses and what it means to be a leader
· Introduce the 10 Commandments given at Mount Sinai as guidelines for living.  Discuss what rules are and why they are important for a fair community
· Explore how Christians put their beliefs into practice today by helping others
· Discuss if a follower of God always does the right thing or can people still make mistakes even if trying to follow the 10 Commandments
· Discuss if a rule feels unfair should you always follow it

Why do Hindus want to collect good karma? 
· Explore the idea that Hindus take responsibility for collecting good karma and living the right way
· Describe what Hindus might learn from one of the stories of the Panchatantra about living the right way
· Explain that Hindus are encouraged to perform acts of selfless kindness
· Describe what happens at the Upanayana or ‘Sacred Thread Ceremony’
· Discuss the belief that if Hindus believe good actions lead to a better next life, does that mean that people who are poor or sick in this life did something bad in a past life?  Ask if people may disagree with this idea
· Explore the belief that every action has a consequence (karma) and the way that this may affect how Hindus behave towards other people and their environments
· Discuss what it means to do something kind without expecting anything back and what makes an action good

· Identify the position and significance of latitude and longitude
· Use maps, atlases and globes to locate countries using coordinates

· Apply fluency and coordination when running for speed in relay changeovers
· Effectively apply speeds appropriate to an event 
· Develop power, control and consistency in jumping for distance
· Explore technique and rhythm in the triple jump
· Develop technique and power in javelin and shot
Tennis
· Develop the range of shots used in the games they play
· Develop their range of serving techniques appropriate to the game they are playing
· Use a variety of shots to keep a continuous rally
· Demonstrate effective footwork patterns to move around the court
Swimming
· Demonstrate increased technique in a range of strokes, swimming over a distance of 25m
· Explore underwater breaststroke breathing technique over a distance of 25m
· Demonstrating a good understanding of water safety. Explore safety techniques to include the HELP and huddle positions

· Explore defensive and driving hitting techniques and directional batting. 
· Develop over and underarm bowling technique. Select and apply long and short barriers appropriate to the situation
· Demonstrate clear technique when using a variety of throws under pressure
· Explore catching skills (close/deep and wicket keeping) and apply these with some consistency in game situations

	Early Islamic Civilisation 
· Place Baghdad in a chronological context and compare to London at a similar time
· Look at different representations of a historical period
· Compare and contrast different cultures
· Investigate how important learning was to the people of Baghdad by a study of the House of Wisdom
· Learn about significant discoveries and studies that were led by Early Islamic scholars
· Examine the role of the Caliphate
· Describe key characteristics of this period of history, including beliefs, ideas, attitudes and experiences
· Identify different forms of Islamic Art
· Examine trade during the early Islamic period

· Recognise situations that can cause jealousy in relationships
· Identify feelings associated with jealousy and develop strategies to problem solve when this happens
· Identify someone we love and express why they are special to us
· Understand how most people feel when they lose someone or something they love
· Discuss and begin to understand how we can remember people even if we no longer see them
· Recognise how friendships change and how to make new ones using different strategies
· Understand how to show love and appreciation to people and animals who are special to me

Changing Me
· Understand in animals and humans lots of changes happen from birth to fully grown
· Understand how babies grow and develop in the mother’s uterus and what babies need to live and grow
· Understand changes boys and girls bodies go through during growing up
· Begin to recognise stereotypical ideas about parenting and family roles

· Develop a detailed design criteria to inform the design of a product - bird feeder
· Develop and communicate ideas through discussion and recording of ideas
· Select from a range of materials according to their functional and aesthetic properties
· Evaluate ideas and products against their design criteria
