· Identify the position and significance of latitude and longitude
· Use maps, atlases and globes to locate countries using coordinates
· Identify position and significance of time zones (including day and night) by comparing times in different countries around the world

· Explore catching skills (close/deep and wicket keeping) and apply these with some consistency in game situations
